Last year in Maine, more than 3,200 children
were victims of child abuse and neglect, and of

those, approximately 500 victims were babies less than 1 year old. 

Children require safe, nurturing environments, free from abuse and
neglect, where they can learn, grow and build strong attachments with
caregivers and communities. Strong, healthy communities and families
help to maximize children's potential by promoting healthy social, mental,
emotional and physical development. 

The Maine Children's Home for Little Wanderers offers a significant array
of caring supports and services for more than 200 children, youth and
families every month. Our supports help to develop tools and resources to
assist Maine children to have the good things in life we wish for in all of
our families, through early care and education, counseling and targeted
case management, teen parent school education, adoptions, Summer
Camp Scholarships and the Christmas Program.

We're kicking the Summer Camp Scholarship Program into high gear.
This year, we are increasing our goal to send at least 130 children to
camp.
